and take the little book which is open in the hand of the angel which standeth upon the sea and upon 
the earth. And I went unto the angel, and said unto him, Give me the little book. And he said unto 
me, Take it, and eat it up; and it shall make thy belly bitter, but it shall be in thy mouth sweet as hon-
ey. And I took the little book out of the angel’s hand, and ate it up; and it was in my mouth sweet as 
honey: and as soon as I had eaten it, my belly was bitter. And he said unto me, Thou must prophesy 
again before many peoples, and nations, and tongues, and kings.”

• #1  TAKE THE BOOK AND EAT IT (Rev 10:8-11)
• Moderator:  John is not the only one who was told to eat a scroll as shown in Ezekiel:
Ezekiel 2:8-3:3  “But thou, son of man, hear what I say unto thee; Be not thou rebellious like that re-

bellious house: open thy mouth, and eat that I give thee. And when I looked, behold, an hand was sent 
unto me; and, lo, a roll of a book was therein; And he spread it before me; and it was written within and 
without: and there was written therein lamentations, and mourning, and woe. Moreover he said unto 
me, Son of man, eat that thou findest; eat this roll, and go speak unto the house of Israel. So I opened my 
mouth, and he caused me to eat that roll. And he said unto me, Son of man, cause thy belly to eat, and fill 
thy bowels with this roll that I give thee. Then did I eat it; and it was in my mouth as honey for sweetness.” 
 
 IT WILL BE IN THY MOUTH SWEET AS HONEY (Rev 10:8-11)

Proverbs 16:24    “Pleasant words are as an honeycomb, sweet to the soul, and health to the bones.”
Psalms 19:7-10  “The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD 

is sure, making wise the simple. The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart: the command-
ment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes. The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for ever: 
the judgments of the LORD are true and righteous altogether. More to be desired are they than gold, 
yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb.”

Psalm 119:103  “How sweet are thy words unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth!”
• Moderator:  Quoting Deacon John Mobley (Chris’s Dad): Studying the Word of God can be both 

sweet in the blessings of promise of salvation for those who seek him out but also bitter knowing the 
damnation of most people who refuse to seek God’s righteousness.

• Moderator:  John is instructed to continue prophesying because there is much to be revealed and 
his inspired words still resonate today. Now we move to Chapter 11:

• #2  A REED LIKE A ROD WAS GIVEN TO JOHN  (Rev 11:1) (A)
Revelation 11:1-12  “And there was given me a reed like unto a rod: and the angel stood, saying, 

Rise, and measure the temple of God, and the altar, and them that worship therein. But the court 
which is without the temple leave out, and measure it not; for it is given unto the Gentiles: and the 
holy city shall they tread under foot forty and two months. And I will give power unto my two wit-
nesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and threescore days, clothed in sackcloth. 
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These are the two olive trees, and the two candlesticks standing before the God of the earth. And if any 
man will hurt them, fire proceedeth out of their mouth, and devoureth their enemies: and if any man 
will hurt them, he must in this manner be killed. These have power to shut heaven, that it rain not in 
the days of their prophecy: and have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to smite the earth 
with all plagues, as often as they will. And when they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that 
ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war against them, and shall overcome them, and kill 
them. And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great city, which spiritually is called Sodom 
and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified. And they of the people and kindreds and tongues and 
nations shall see their dead bodies three days and an half, and shall not suffer their dead bodies to be 
put in graves. And they that dwell upon the earth shall rejoice over them, and make merry, and shall 
send gifts one to another; because these two prophets tormented them that dwelt on the earth. And af-
ter three days and an half the Spirit of life from God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; 
and great fear fell upon them which saw them. And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto 
them, Come up hither. And they ascended up to heaven in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them.”

 
   RISE & MEASURE THE TEMPLE, ALTAR; WORSHIPPERS (Rev 11:1-2) (B)

Ezekiel 40:3-5   “And he brought me thither, and, behold, there was a man, whose appearance was 
like the appearance of brass, with a line of flax in his hand, and a measuring reed; and he stood in the 
gate. And the man said unto me, Son of man, behold with thine eyes, and hear with thine ears, and set 
thine heart upon all that I shall shew thee; for to the intent that I might shew them unto thee art thou 
brought hither: declare all that thou seest to the house of Israel. And behold a wall on the outside of 
the house round about, and in the man’s hand a measuring reed of six cubits long by the cubit and an 
hand breadth: so he measured the breadth of the building, one reed; and the height, one reed.”

Revelation 21:15-17   “And he that talked with me had a golden reed to measure the city, and 
the gates thereof, and the wall thereof. And the city lieth foursquare, and the length is as large as the 
breadth: and he measured the city with the reed, twelve thousand furlongs. The length and the breadth 
and the height of it are equal. And he measured the wall thereof, an hundred and forty and four cubits, 
according to the measure of a man, that is, of the angel.”

• #3 JESUS WILL SEND TWO WITNESSES (Rev 11:3) (A)
Exodus 4:10   “And Moses said unto the LORD, O my Lord, I am not eloquent, neither heretofore, 

nor since thou hast spoken unto thy servant: but I am slow of speech, and of a slow tongue.”
Exodus 4:14-16   “And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Moses, and he said, Is not Aaron 

the Levite thy brother? I know that he can speak well. And also, behold, he cometh forth to meet thee: 
and when he seeth thee, he will be glad in his heart. And thou shalt speak unto him, and put words 
in his mouth: and I will be with thy mouth, and with his mouth, and will teach you what ye shall do. 
And he shall be thy spokesman unto the people: and he shall be, even he shall be to thee instead of a 
mouth, and thou shalt be to him instead of God.” (Moses & Aaron)

Mark 6:7-9  “And he called unto him the twelve, and began to send them forth by two and two; and 
gave them power over unclean spirits; And commanded them that they should take nothing for their 
journey, save a staff only; no scrip, no bread, no money in their purse: But be shod with sandals; and 
not put on two coats.” (Disciples sent out two by two.)

Luke 10:1  “After these things the Lord appointed other seventy also, and sent them two and two 
before his face into every city and place, whither he himself would come.” (The seventy sent two by two.)
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Ecclesiastes 4:9-12  “Two are better than one; because they have a good reward for their labour. For 
if they fall, the one will lift up his fellow: but woe to him that is alone when he falleth; for he hath 
not another to help him up. Again, if two lie together, then they have heat: but how can one be warm 
alone? And if one prevail against him, two shall withstand him; and a threefold cord is not quickly 
broken.” (Two are better than one)

John 8:17-18  “It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is true. I am one that 
bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth witness of me.”

Deuteronomy 17:6  “At the mouth of two witnesses, or three witnesses, shall he that is worthy of 
death be put to death; but at the mouth of one witness he shall not be put to death.”

Deuteronomy 19:15  “One witness shall not rise up against a man for any iniquity, or for any sin, 
in any sin that he sinneth: at the mouth of two witnesses, or at the mouth of three witnesses, shall the 
matter be established.”

WHO COULD THESE TWO WITNESSES BE? (Rev 11:3) (B)
• Moderator:  There are three possible candidates for one of these two witnesses: Elijah, Moses & 

Enoch. All three were great men of God. Two of them were taken up to Heaven without dying, Enoch 
and Elijah. Moses did die, but it’s possible that God could have picked him as one of the two.

  We’ll start by looking at Elijah the Tishbite:

• #4 ELIJAH THE TISHBITE  (Rev 11:3) (C)
The Ministry of Elijah, I Kings 17:1- II Kings 2:11
I Kings 17:1   “And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the inhabitants of Gilead, said unto Ahab, As 

the LORD God of Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but 
according to my word.” (Elijah caused it not to rain)

James 5:17-18   “Elias was a man subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed earnestly that 
it might not rain: and it rained not on the earth by the space of three years and six months. And he 
prayed again, and the heaven gave rain, and the earth brought forth her fruit.” (It didn’t rain for three 
years, six months.)

I Kings 17:8-16   “And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, Arise, get thee to Zarephath, 
which belongeth to Zidon, and dwell there: behold, I have commanded a widow woman there to 
sustain thee. So he arose and went to Zarephath. And when he came to the gate of the city, behold, 
the widow woman was there gathering of sticks: and he called to her, and said, Fetch me, I pray thee, 
a little water in a vessel, that I may drink. And as she was going to fetch it, he called to her, and said, 
Bring me, I pray thee, a morsel of bread in thine hand. And she said, As the LORD thy God liveth, I 
have not a cake, but an handful of meal in a barrel, and a little oil in a cruse: and, behold, I am gath-
ering two sticks, that I may go in and dress it for me and my son, that we may eat it, and die. And 
Elijah said unto her, Fear not; go and do as thou hast said: but make me thereof a little cake first, and 
bring it unto me, and after make for thee and for thy son. For thus saith the LORD God of Israel, The 
barrel of meal shall not waste, neither shall the cruse of oil fail, until the day that the LORD sendeth 
rain upon the earth. And she went and did according to the saying of Elijah: and she, and he, and her 
house, did eat many days. And the barrel of meal wasted not, neither did the cruse of oil fail, according 
to the word of the LORD, which he spake by Elijah.” (Barrel of flour and Cruse of oil never emptied.)

I Kings 17:17-24   “And it came to pass after these things, that the son of the woman, the mistress 
of the house, fell sick; and his sickness was so sore, that there was no breath left in him. And she said 
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unto Elijah, What have I to do with thee, O thou man of God? art thou come unto me to call my sin 
to remembrance, and to slay my son? And he said unto her, Give me thy son. And he took him out 
of her bosom, and carried him up into a loft, where he abode, and laid him upon his own bed. And 
he cried unto the LORD, and said, O LORD my God, hast thou also brought evil upon the widow 
with whom I sojourn, by slaying her son? And he stretched himself upon the child three times, and 
cried unto the LORD, and said, O LORD my God, I pray thee, let this child’s soul come into him 
again. And the LORD heard the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the child came into him again, and 
he revived. And Elijah took the child, and brought him down out of the chamber into the house, and 
delivered him unto his mother: and Elijah said, See, thy son liveth. And the woman said to Elijah, Now 
by this I know that thou art a man of God, and that the word of the LORD in thy mouth is truth.” 
(Raises Widow’s Son from the dead)

I Kings 18:20-41   “So Ahab sent unto all the children of Israel, and gathered the prophets together 
unto mount Carmel. And Elijah came unto all the people, and said, How long halt ye between two 
opinions? if the LORD be God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow him. And the people answered 
him not a word. Then said Elijah unto the people, I, even I only, remain a prophet of the LORD; but 
Baal’s prophets are four hundred and fifty men. Let them therefore give us two bullocks; and let them 
choose one bullock for themselves, and cut it in pieces, and lay it on wood, and put no fire under: and 
I will dress the other bullock, and lay it on wood, and put no fire under: And call ye on the name of 
your gods, and I will call on the name of the LORD: and the God that answereth by fire, let him be 
God. And all the people answered and said, It is well spoken. And Elijah said unto the prophets of 
Baal, Choose you one bullock for yourselves, and dress it first; for ye are many; and call on the name of 
your gods, but put no fire under. And they took the bullock which was given them, and they dressed 
it, and called on the name of Baal from morning even until noon, saying, O Baal, hear us. But there 
was no voice, nor any that answered. And they leaped upon the altar which was made. And it came 
to pass at noon, that Elijah mocked them, and said, Cry aloud: for he is a god; either he is talking, or 
he is pursuing, or he is in a journey, or peradventure he sleepeth, and must be awaked. And they cried 
aloud, and cut themselves after their manner with knives and lancets, till the blood gushed out upon 
them. And it came to pass, when midday was past, and they prophesied until the time of the offering 
of the evening sacrifice, that there was neither voice, nor any to answer, nor any that regarded. And 
Elijah said unto all the people, Come near unto me. And all the people came near unto him. And he 
repaired the altar of the LORD that was broken down. And Elijah took twelve stones, according to the 
number of the tribes of the sons of Jacob, unto whom the word of the LORD came, saying, Israel shall 
be thy name: And with the stones he built an altar in the name of the LORD: and he made a trench 
about the altar, as great as would contain two measures of seed. And he put the wood in order, and cut 
the bullock in pieces, and laid him on the wood, and said, Fill four barrels with water, and pour it on 
the burnt sacrifice, and on the wood. And he said, Do it the second time. And they did it the second 
time. And he said, Do it the third time. And they did it the third time. And the water ran round about 
the altar; and he filled the trench also with water. And it came to pass at the time of the offering of the 
evening sacrifice, that Elijah the prophet came near, and said, LORD God of Abraham, Isaac, and of 
Israel, let it be known this day that thou art God in Israel, and that I am thy servant, and that I have 
done all these things at thy word. Hear me, O LORD, hear me, that this people may know that thou 
art the LORD God, and that thou hast turned their heart back again. Then the fire of the LORD fell, 
and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and the stones, and the dust, and licked up the wa-
ter that was in the trench. And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said, The 
LORD, he is the God; the LORD, he is the God. And Elijah said unto them, Take the prophetsof Baal; 
let not one of them escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook Kishon, 
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and slew them there. And Elijah said unto Ahab, Get thee up, eat and drink; for there is a sound of 
abundance of rain.” (Elijah called fire down from the Lord)

II Kings 19:9-14   “And he came thither unto a cave, and lodged there; and, behold, the word of the 
LORD came to him, and he said unto him, What doest thou here, Elijah? And he said, I have been 
very jealous for the LORD God of hosts: for the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown 
down thine altars, and slain thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my 
life, to take it away. And he said, Go forth, and stand upon the mount before the LORD. And, behold, 
the LORD passed by, and a great and strong wind rent the mountains, and brake in pieces the rocks 
before the LORD; but the LORD was not in the wind: and after the wind an earthquake; but the 
LORD was not in the earthquake: And after the earthquake a fire; but the LORD was not in the fire: 
and after the fire a still small voice. And it was so, when Elijah heard it, that he wrapped his face in his 
mantle, and went out, and stood in the entering in of the cave. And, behold, there came a voice unto 
him, and said, What doest thou here, Elijah? And he said, I have been very jealous for the LORD God 
of hosts: because the children of Israel have forsaken thy covenant, thrown down thine altars, and slain 
thy prophets with the sword; and I, even I only, am left; and they seek my life, to take it away.” (Elijah 
called down fire from Heaven three times)

II Kings 1:10-14   “And Elijah answered and said to the captain of fifty, If I be a man of God, then let 
fire come down from heaven, and consume thee and thy fifty. And there came down fire from heaven, 
and consumed him and his fifty. Again also he sent unto him another captain of fifty with his fifty. And 
he answered and said unto him, O man of God, thus hath the king said, Come down quickly. And 
Elijah answered and said unto them, If I be a man of God, let fire come down from heaven, and con-
sume thee and thy fifty. And the fire of God came down from heaven, and consumed him and his fifty. 
And he sent again a captain of the third fifty with his fifty. And the third captain of fifty went up, and 
came and fell on his knees before Elijah, and besought him, and said unto him, O man of God, I pray 
thee, let my life, and the life of these fifty thy servants, be precious in thy sight. Behold, there came fire 
down from heaven, and burnt up the two captains of the former fifties with their fifties: therefore let 
my life now be precious in thy sight.”

Revelation 11:5-6  “And if any man will hurt them, fire proceedeth out of their mouth, and devo-
ureth their enemies: and if any man will hurt them, he must in this manner be killed. These have power 
to shut heaven, that it rain not in the days of their prophecy: and have power over waters to turn them 
to blood, and to smite the earth with all plagues, as often as they will.”

II Kings 2:8-11   “And Elijah took his mantle, and wrapped it together, and smote the waters, and 
they were divided hither and thither, so that they two went over on dry ground. And it came to pass, 
when they were gone over, that Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be taken 
away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me. And he 
said, Thou hast asked a hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me when I am taken from thee, it shall be 
so unto thee; but if not, it shall not be so. And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, 
behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah 
went up by a whirlwind into heaven.” (Elijah taken up to Heaven without dying)

• #5 PROPHESY CONCERNING ELIJAH COMING BACK  (Rev 11:3) (D)
Malachi 4:5-6  “Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dread-

ful day of the LORD: And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the 
children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.”
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Luke 1:11-17  “And there appeared unto him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the 
altar of incense. And when Zacharias saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell upon him. But the angel 
said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias: for thy prayer is heard; and thy wife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son, 
and thou shalt call his name John. And thou shalt have joy and gladness; and many shall rejoice at his 
birth. For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and 
he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb. And many of the children of 
Israel shall he turn to the Lord their God. And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias, 
to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just; to make 
ready a people prepared for the Lord.”

Matthew 11:12-15  “And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suf-
fereth violence, and the violent take it by force. For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John. 
And if ye will receive it, this is Elias, which was for to come. He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.”

Revelation 19:11-21  “And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon 
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. His eyes were as a 
flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he 
himself. And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. 
And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and 
clean. And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall 
rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty 
God. And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD 
OF LORDS. And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the 
fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great 
God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the 
flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small 
and great. And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make 
war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army. And the beast was taken, and with him the 
false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the 
mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire 
burning with brimstone. And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, 
which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.”
