THE REVELATION OF JESUS CHRIST

as revealed to the Apostle John e« Lesson #60 - June 22nd., 2025

Moderator: Last week we were finishing up from Isaiah 14 about the angel God created and was giv-
en much but through pride was corrupted and became the enemy of God. Now we'll finish that point.

* #1 A GREAT RED DRAGON (Rev 12:3a) continued from last week, #59

Revelation 12:3 “And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon,
having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.”

John 8:44 “Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer
from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a
lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.”

Moderator: Satan was in the garden with Adam and Eve and tempted them to question God. The
result was their spiritual death, hence, “a murderer from the beginning”.

* LUCIFER WAS THE ANOINTED CHERUB (Rev 12:3a)

Ezekiel 28:13-17 “Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering,
the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and
the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the
day that thou wast created. Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou
wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.
Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. By
the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned:
therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering
cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast
corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before
kings, that they may behold thee.”

Moderator: Here are two verses from Isaiah where Lucifer spoke clearly his rebellion against God

with a number of “I WILLS”:

Lsaiah 14:13-14 “For thou hast said in thine heart, | WILL ascend into heaven, I WILL exalt my
throne above the stars of God: I WILL sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the
north: I WILL ascend above the heights of the clouds; I WILL be like the most High.”

Moderator: Now, back to Ezekiel 28:17:

Ezekiel 28:17 “Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom

by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may
behold thee.”

Revelation 12:12 “Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabit-
ers of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he
knoweth that he hath but a short time.”

Ephesians 6:10-20 “Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. Put
on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. For we wrestle
not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness
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of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armour
of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore,
having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; And your feet
shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall
be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of
the Spirit, which is the word of God: Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and
watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; And for me, that utterance may
be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, For
which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak.”

Moderator: Being saved means being free from the bondage of sin. But we have to be trusting daily
in Christ to obey God’s commandments to not sin. God can help us with our attendance at church on
a regular basis. (two or more are better than one!):

Romams 6:15-23 “What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God
forbid. Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye
obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? But God be thanked, that ye were
the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.
Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness. I speak after the manner of
men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness
and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.
For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness. What fruit had ye then in those
things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death. But now being made free from
sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. For the
wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

Revelation 12:3-4 “And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon,
having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads. And his tail drew the third part
of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which
was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.”

* #2 THE WORKS OF SATAN (Rev 12:3a)
* SATAN CAN HINDER US (Rev 12:3a)

I Thessalonians 2:17-18 “But we, brethren, being taken from you for a short time in presence, not
in heart, endeavoured the more abundantly to see your face with great desire. Wherefore we would
have come unto you, even I Paul, once and again; but Satan hindered us.”

e SATAN CAN STEAL THE WORD OF GOD FROM PEOPLE (Rev 12:3a)
The Parable Of The Sower

Luke 8:4-6 “And when much people were gathered together, and were come to him out of every
city, he spake by a parable: A sower went out to sow his seed: and as he sowed, some fell by the way
side; and it was trodden down, and the fowls of the air devoured it. And some fell upon a rock; and as
soon as it was sprung up, it withered away, because it lacked moisture.”

Luke 8:11-12 “Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God. Those by the way side are
they that hear; then cometh the devil, and taketh away the word out of their hearts, lest they should
believe and be saved.”
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* SATAN BLINDS UNBELIEVERS FROM THE GOSPEL OF CHRIST (Rev 12:3a)

II Corinthians 4:3-4 “But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the god of
this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of
Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them.”

e SATAN IS OUR ADVERSARY (Rev 12:3a)
Moderator: The following passage is for us, The Church.

I Peter 5:8-10 “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh
about, seeking whom he may devour: Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same af-
flictions are accomplished in your brethren that are in the world. But the God of all grace, who hath
called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect,
stablish, strengthen, settle you.”

* SATAN COMES BEFORE GOD & CHRIST TO ACCUSE US (Rev 12:3a)

Revelation 12:10-13 “And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and
strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is
cast down, which accused them before our God day and night. And they overcame him by the blood of
the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death. Therefore
rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the
devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time.”
