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THE REVELATION OF JESUS CHRIST 
as revealed to the Apostle John  • Lesson #90 - April 19th., 2026 

Moderator:  Today I want to talk about what Jesus said about hell. He actually spoke more about 
hell than he did Heaven. We’ll get back to Revelation 14 after I catch up where I left off last week. Let’s 
turn to Mark 9:43-44:

• TORMENT IN HELL THAT WILL NEVER BE QUENCHED
Mark 9:43-44  “And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life maimed, 

than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: Where their worm 
dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.”

Matthew 13:41-42  “The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his 
kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity; And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: 
there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.”

Moderator:  Today you’ll learn that people in Hell & the Lake of Fire will be able to see into Heaven 
while they are being tormented!

• #1  SINNERS WILL BE TORMENTED IN THE PRESENCE OF ANGELS &   
         THE LAMB (Rev 14:10c, 11)

Moderator:  Jesus is speaking here:
Revelation 14:10-11  “The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out 

without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone 
in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb: And the smoke of their torment 
ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his 
image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name.”

• THE HOLY ANGELS STAYED WITH CHRIST WHEN SATAN REBELLED
Moderator:  It’s incredible that so many Angels who were with God would fall for the lies of satan! 

However, We know that many Holy Angels did not follow after Lucifer, the Devil.

• THE FALLEN ANGELS WILL BE IN THE LAKE OF FIRE
Revelation 12:3-4  “And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, 

having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads. And his tail drew the third part 
of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which 
was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.”

Moderator:  Jesus says...
Matthew 25:41  “Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into 

everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:”
II Peter 2:4  “For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered 

them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;”
Jude 6  “And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath re-

served in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.”
Revelation 9:14  “Saying to the sixth angel which had the trumpet, Loose THE FOUR ANGELS 

WHICH ARE BOUND IN THE GREAT RIVER EUPHRATES.”
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• THE RICH MAN AND LAZARUS
Moderator:  Jesus gives us a glimpse of a rich man suffering in Hell who sees Lazarus being 

comforted in Paradise (Heaven) as told in Luke 16:19-31. This is heartbreaking but it is entirely true. It is 
impossible for God to lie and Jesus would not lie and I want to boldly emphasis this because we might 
be the only people who will warn people we know about the consequences of living a life of sin and 
rejecting the salvation that God is offering to every human being! This is Jesus speaking:

Luke 16:19-31  “There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared 
sumptuously every day: And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full 
of sores, And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man’s table: moreover the 
dogs came and licked his sores. And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels 
into Abraham’s bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in 
torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried and said, Father Abra-
ham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my 
tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime 
receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art 
tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would 
pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence. Then he 
said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father’s house: For I have five 
brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into this place of torment. Abraham saith 
unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham: 
but if one went unto them from the dead, they will repent. And he said unto him, If they hear not 
Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.”

Moderator: There are many people who say they believe in a “good” god, and they say: “All we have 
to do is to be good to go to heaven when we die”. They are speaking of a god we know is not biblical. 
They have been deceived by satan to believe that their “good” god won’t hold them accountable for 
their unforgiven sin. We see by Christ’s words in John 3:5-16 where Jesus says “YE MUST BE BORN 
AGAIN”. This means we MUST humble ourselves to admit we are sinners and need God’s savior 
(Jesus) for forgiveness of our sins to make it to Heaven! Look at John 3:16:

John 3:16  “FOR GOD SO LOVED THE WORLD, THAT HE GAVE HIS ONLY BEGOT-
TEN SON, THAT WHOSOEVER BELIEVETH IN HIM SHOULD NOT PERISH, BUT HAVE 
EVERLASTING LIFE.”

Moderator: Jesus could not be any clearer...We must be changed by the Holy Spirit into a NEW 
BIRTH of Spirit that will seal us into the Family of God. Those who don’t believe this are LOST IN 
THEIR SIN. We must believe what the Bible states, that we ALL are sinners and need this new birth 
that comes with believing Jesus Christ died on the bloddy cross, and was buried AND rose again after 
three days in the tomb. We MUST believe in this miraculous event and embrace it with a change of 
our character for the rest of our lives. We shouldn’t be ashamed of our new belief, but testify to others 
about the miracle that happend in our heart when we trusted Jesus.

However, we must witness to these people with LOVE, to warn with love of the danger of putting 
off God so we can live the way our flesh wants...to sin as we want with no worry of consequences. It’s 
tragically sad to comprehend the reality of Christ’s words here in Luke 16. 

Let’s start anew and pray daily for chances to witness to everyone about the GOOD NEWS of the 
GOSPEL...that God has lovinigly paved the narrow way to EVERLASTING LIFE and you must ac-
cept it or you’ll suffer the result of not only missing Heaven, but of earning a lifetime of TORMENT 
in the furnace of Hell. The Apostle Paul states:

Romans 6:23   “FOR THE WAGES OF SIN IS DEATH; but the gift of God is eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord.”
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• THOSE IN THE LAKE OF FIRE WILL SEE THE LAMB OF GOD
Moderator:  Please turn to Luke 13:27-28 where Jesus is talking about sinners:
Luke 13:27-28  “But he shall say, I tell you, I know you not whence ye are; depart from me, all ye 

workers of iniquity. There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and 
Isaac, and Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of God, and you yourselves thrust out.”

Moderator:  This tells me that people in Hell can and will see into Heaven but have no way to escape 
where they are. Now, turn to the Old Testament book of Isaiah 66:23-24:

Isaiah 66:23-24  “And it shall come to pass, that from one new moon to another, and from one 
sabbath to another, shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the LORD. And they shall go forth, 
and look upon the carcases of the men that have transgressed against me: for their worm shall not die, 
neither shall their fire be quenched; and they shall be an abhorring unto all flesh.”

Moderator:  A question arises about this previous passage about the inability of us to survive the 
knowledge of seeing people we know and love being cast into the lake of fire. Pastor Rains explains...

Pastor Rains: If we think about it we’ll understand that God has given us the ability to withstand 
some horrible things in this life without being driven to despair. These dark sayings in the Bible are 
absolutely true, but we have been protected by God from being driven to madness. When we get to 
Heaven, we are promised to “have the mind of Christ” to endure what we perceive now as too much 
to handle. We won’t be at the White Throne Judgment, we’ll be judged at the Bema (Judgment) Seat 
of Christ where we’ll judged by our works after we’ve been forgiven of all our sins. The reference in 
Isaiah 66 is the flesh and blood survivors of the Millenium who are somewhat different from the 
glorified inhabitants of Heaven. They will see a remembrance of the horror of being dropped into hell 
of nonbelievers as an incentive to do right in the ages to come.

Revelation 7:17  “For the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall feed them, and shall lead 
them unto living fountains of waters: and God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.”

Revelation 21:4  “And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, 
neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.”

Isaiah 25:8  “He will swallow up death in victory; and the Lord GOD will wipe away tears from off all 
faces; and the rebuke of his people shall he take away from off all the earth: for the LORD hath spoken it.”

Moderator:  There will be tears of regret at the Judgment Seat of Christ for not witnessing to those 
who needed to hear the gospel. Once we endured the Beama Seat, all those tears will be wiped away, 
no more sorrow! You’ll be in Heaven where grief is wiped away forever!

Pastor Rains: As we close this lesson, I want to remind all of us that we should never show carnality 
when it comes to witnessing to others. We must always show love and respect for the people we’re 
talking to. We won’t get anywhere with warnings that look like we’re enjoying the fact that God will 
drop off into hell massive amounts of multitudes into the lake fire that will never end. Pray for those 
who might be ready for the Holy Spirit to change them completely in the “born again experience”.
