THE REVELATION OF JESUS CHRIST

as revealed to the Apostle John e Lesson #93 - May 10th., 2026

Moderator: It’s been a long time since we started chapter 14 but it's been worthwhile. We've learned
many important things. We'll start off this week with Revelation 14:14-20:

e #1 CHRIST RETURNING WITH CLOUDS (Rev. 14:14-20)
Revelation 14:14-20 “And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like

unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle. And another
angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, Thrust in thy
sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe. And he that
sat on the cloud thrust in his sickle on the earth; and the earth was reaped. And another angel came
out of the temple which is in heaven, he also having a sharp sickle. And another angel came out from
the altar, which had power over fire; and cried with a loud cry to him that had the sharp sickle, saying,
Thrust in thy sharp sickle, and gather the clusters of the vine of the earth; for her grapes are fully ripe.
And the angel thrust in his sickle into the earth, and gathered the vine of the earth, and cast it into the
great winepress of the wrath of God. And the winepress was trodden without the city, and blood came
out of the winepress, even unto the horse bridles, by the space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.”

Moderator: Just to let you know, a horse’s bridle is about 4 feet tall. And this “a thousand and six
hundred furlongs” amounts to 184 miles long. This is an astounding prophesy that seems too grue-
some to imagine but we know it’s true! Last week we talked about the “Second Coming” of Christ.

Last week we talked about Acts 1:6-11 where we find Jesus being taken up to Heaven in a cloud, so
he shall return with the “clouds”

* CHRIST’S ASCENSION AFTER BEING RESURRECTED

Acts 1:6-11 “When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou
at this time restore again the kingdom to Israel? And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the
times or the seasons, which the Father hath put in his own power. But ye shall receive power, after
that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in
all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. And when he had spoken these
things, while they beheld, HE WAS TAKEN UP; AND A CLOUD RECEIVED HIM out of their
sight. And while they looked stedfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them
in white apparel; Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? this same Je-
sus, which is taken up from you into heaven, SHALL SO COME IN LIKE MANNER AS YE HAVE
SEEN HIM GO INTO HEAVEN.”

Daniel 7:13-14 “I saw in the night visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the
clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they brought him near before him. And there
was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should
serve him: his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that
which shall not be destroyed.”

Matthew 24:29-30 “Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and
the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens
shall be shaken: And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes
of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and

reat glory.”
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Revelation 1:7 “Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which
pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen.”

* JESUS WORE A CROWN OF THORNS AT HIS TRIAL & CRUCIFIXION

Matthew 27:24-31 “When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult was
made, he took water, and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, I am innocent of the blood
of this just person: see ye to it. Then answered all the people, and said, His blood be on us, and on our
children. Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered him to be
crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him the
whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. And when they had platted
A CROWN OF THORNS, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the
knee before him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! And they spit upon him, and took the
reed, and smote him on the head. And after that they had mocked him, they took the robe off from him,
and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him.”

Moderator: We see here that Jesus wears “another” crown, (a crown of thorns) this one was for mock-
ing him at his trial and the soldiers bent their knees in mock worship! Jesus was also crucified with this
“crown of thorns”!

* AT CHRIST’S SECOND COMING HE’LL BE WEARING A GOLDEN CROWN

Revelation 14:14 “And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like unto
the Son of man, having on his head A GOLDEN CROWN, and in his hand a sharp sickle.”

Revelation 19:12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and ON HIS HEAD WERE MANY CROWNS;
and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

Moderator: We know that Jesus’ first coming was all about seeking and saving sinners, and he wass
going to pay the price for all of our sin on the cross. Having said that, on his second coming it’s com-
pletely different, it’s to come as the Lion of Judah who will judge those who have rejected him...

I Timothy 6:13-15 “I give thee charge in the sight of God, who quickeneth all things, and before
Christ Jesus, who before Pontius Pilate witnessed a good confession; That thou keep this command-
ment without spot, unrebukeable, until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ: Which in his times he
shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;”

Revelation 19:16 “And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS,
AND LORD OF LORDS”

Revelation 11:15-17 “And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying,
The kingdom:s of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall reign
for ever and ever. And the four and twenty elders, which sat before God on their seats, fell upon their
faces, and worshipped God, Saying, We give thee thanks, O Lord God Almighty, which art, and wast,

and art to come; because thou hast taken to thee thy great power, and hast reigned.”

e JOHN SEES A SHARP SICKLE IN CHRIST’S HANDS

Revelation 14:14-16 “And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like
unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and IN HIS HAND A SHARP SICKLE.
And another angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud,
THRUST IN THY SICKLE, AND REAP: for the time is come for thee to reap; FOR THE HAR-
VEST OF THE EARTH IS RIPE. AND HE THAT SAT ON THE CLOUD THRUST IN HIS
SICKLE ON THE EARTH; AND THE EARTH WAS REAPED.”

Moderator: We see in Revelation 19:17-20 that Angels will be harvesting as well...
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Revelation 19:17-20 “And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying
to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper
of the great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty
men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and
bond, both small and great. And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered
together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army. And the beast was taken,
and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that
had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive
into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.”

Revelation 20:1-6 “And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless
pit and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil,
and Satan, and bound him a thousand years, And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up,
and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be
fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them,
and judgment was given unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of
Jesus, and for the word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither
had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ
a thousand years. But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This
is the first resurrection. Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the sec-
ond death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a
thousand years.

Moderator: We can't even describe or understand this event! People from all over the world will be
able to come to Jerusalem to see and speak to the Son of God, the King of Kings and Lord of Lords,
Jesus Christ. 1,000 years of peace! This will be the fulfillment of prophesy in the scriptures.

* THE SICKLE SYMBOLIZES JUDGMENT THROUGHOUT THE BIBLE

Jeremiah 50:15-16 “Shout against her round about: she hath given her hand: her foundations are
fallen, her walls are thrown down: for it is the VENGEANCE OF THE LORD: take vengeance upon
her; as she hath done, do unto her. Cut off the sower from Babylon, and him that handleth THE
SICKLE IN THE TIME OF HARVEST: for fear of the oppressing sword they shall turn every one to
his people, and they shall flee every one to his own land.”

Joel 3:12-16 “Shout against her round about: she hath given her hand: her foundations are fallen,
her walls are thrown down: for it is the VENGEANCE OF THE LORD: take vengeance upon her; as
she hath done, do unto her. Cut off the sower from Babylon, and him that handleth THE SICKLE IN
THE TIME OF HARVEST: for fear of the oppressing sword they shall turn every one to his people,
and they shall flee every one to his own land.”

e #2 CHRIST HARVESTS THE MULTITUDES WHO WERE SAVED DURING
THE TRIBULATION LEADING THEM INTO THE MILLENIAL 1,000 YEARS
OF CHRIST REIGNING FROM THE THRONE IN JERUSALEM (Rev. 14:14-16)

Revelation 14:14-16 “And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like
unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp sickle. And another
angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to him that sat on the cloud, Thrust in thy
sickle, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; for the harvest of the earth is ripe. And he that
sat on the cloud thrust in his sickle on the earth; and the earth was reaped.”
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Revelation 20:4-6 “And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto
them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God,
and which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their
foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. But the rest of
the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resurrection. Blessed
and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they
shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years.”

Jeremiah 23:5-6 “Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will raise unto David a RIGH-
TEOUS BRANCH, and a King shall reign and prosper, and SHALL EXECUTE JUDGMENT AND
JUSTICE in the earth. In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall dwell safely: and this is his
name whereby he shall be called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.”

Moderator: A question arises about so-called Christians who say with full conviction that Jesus
Christ will not come again to judge and that hell and the lake of fire are human construct that misin-
terpret scripture. They refuse to believe in the rapture of the church, the second coming of Christ and
the 1,00 year millenium. Here should be our answer... The KJV Bible is the absolute standard for what
we believe. It’s inspired by the Holy Spirit and there is no changing it. Those that deny it are deceived
by satan to believe in a “All Gods are the same God” and we fundamental evangelical independent
baptists are the ones who are confused. We are, in fact, Bible believers who stand by the words of God’s
Holy perfect Bible. Those who refuse to believe should read Revelation 19:11-21...

Revelation 19:11-21 “And 1 saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness HE DOTH JUDGE AND MAKE WAR. His
eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no
man knew, but he himself. And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called
The Word of God. And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in
fine linen, white and clean. And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the
nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and
wrath of Almighty God. AND HE HATH ON HIS VESTURE AND ON HIS THIGH A NAME
WRITTEN, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS. And I saw an angel standing in the sun;
and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather
yourselves together unto the supper of the great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh
of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the
flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small and great. And I saw the beast, and the kings of the
earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against
his army. And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him,
with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his
image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone. And the remnant were
slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all
the fowls were filled with their flesh.”

Revelation 14:20 “And the winepress was trodden without the city, and blood came out of the
winepress, even unto the horse bridles, by the space of a thousand and six hundred furlongs.”

Zechariah 14:12 “And this shall be the plague wherewith the LORD will smite all the people that
have fought against Jerusalem; Their flesh shall consume away while they stand upon their feet, and
their eyes shall consume away in their holes, and their tongue shall consume away in their mouth.”

Pastor Rains: This is hard to picture in our minds, but we know it’s truth if we think it through.
Millions of people and their animals killed instantly would produce so much blood that it makes it
clear this massive lake of blood is the result. In this last century we see where the United States had to
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unleash two atomic bombs on Japan to end the second world war. So it gives us some reference to see
where these incredible events are indeed...possible. If the Bible states it, I believe it and you should too.
